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Rules and Regulations

As per the rules of Punjabi University

In order to appear in the university examination, all the

students will have to adhere to the following conditions

related to house examination and attendance:

* In order to be eligible for the university examination,
students of degree classes are supposed to secure
25% of the total marks of all subjects or 25% in each
subject.

e Every student is required to attend at least 75% of the
delivered lectures out of the required lectures in each
subject. A concession in attendance may be provided
as follows-

* The college principal can condone 6% lectures. In
addition, another 6% lectures can be condoned by the
committee constituted for this purpose.

Leave Rules

*  The names of the students who remain absent without
leave for 10 days in any subject shall be struck off from
the college rolls.

* Incase of anillness, a medical certificate by a registered
doctor is to be attached with the leave application. It is
mandatory to submit this certificate on joining after the
illness.

* The leave application must be signed by the student
and his/her parent/guardian.

* Theleave should be approved by the concerned Dean.

* Apart from duty leave, no other leave will be
considered for exemption from lectures.

lerary Rules
The library is open every day from 8:30 am to 4:30 pm
except on the last saturday of every month.

* The student can get 2 books issued for 14 days at a
time.

* A book may be re-issued if it is not demanded by any
other student.

* If a student keeps books for more than the stipulated
time, he/she is fined 50 paise per day per book. A
special fine may be levied if the books are not returned
when asked to do so.

* In case of defacing or spoiling books in any way, the
student may be asked to pay for the books or to buy
new books in exchange for the spoilt ones. If such a
book is a part of a set, the student may be asked to
replace the complete set or to pay for the set; if the
book is donated by an organisation, and it is not
available in the market, and its price is not mentioned
on it, then the decision of the fine will be taken by the
principal.

* Reference books, books with limited availability, and
new magazines can only be read inside the library.

* In case of an urgent need, students may be asked to
return issued books immediately.
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Fines

In case of absence from classes, the student shall pay fine

according to the following rules:

e 25 paise for any one period, theory/tutorial.

e 50 paise for any one practical or NCC parade

* INR 10 per subject for remaining absent in house
examination

College leaving rules

* If a student wants to leave the college, he/she shall
write an application as per norms and such an
application shall be duly signed by the parent/guardian.

* Library books and identity card have to be returned to
the college librarian.

* Alldues have to be cleared.

*  No Dues form has to be submitted at the office.

* The students (i) who leave the college without the
permission of the principal, (ii) who have library books
or any other pending dues, will not be provided any
certificates or testimonials.

Refund of Security

e Security fund shall be returned to the student on
leaving the college, or on migrating to another
institution, or after the declaration of university results
only on the submission of the refund form duly signed
by the parent/guardian.

* If the security fund is not taken even after one year of
leaving the college, then it may not be refunded.

e Refund form for security can be submitted from 20
January to 31 May. The form will be available on the
college website.

Miscellaneous rules

* Ragging is a punishable crime. It is banned inside the
college premises. If any student is found indulging in
ragging, strict disciplinary/legal action shall be taken
against him/her.

* The use of mobile phones inside the college premises is
strictly prohibited. Any defaulters shall be dealt with
strictly.

e Every student is supposed to keep their identity card
on them and shall produce it if and when asked by the
college staff.

* The section allotted to the student shall not be
changed.

e Students are supposed to check College website /
carefully read all the notices displayed on the notice
board.
